House. I'm looking forward to embracing my new house, Bunijil, on the day.

We will also be exploring getting ‘House’ t-shirts designed and printed.

They also learnt how to do a quick bike check using
the ABCD method. A=air, B=brakes, C=chain and
D=drop (drop your bike from 10cm and check that
nothing falls off!). Once riding, students were
taught to use a hand signal and head-check to turn
safely.
